members and wanted to ensure that during the event everyone could be as engaged and involved as much as 
they wanted to be involved, so they wanted to provide quiet spaces close to the action. 

The venue had to be easily accessible by train and car and also o�er accommodation. The client wanted to the 
venue to prevent any long queues for food or drinks.

At the end of the afternoon, everyone gathered in the Rosewood Suite when the 
final two teams to battle for the title of winners!

In the evening there was a spectacular variety of activities to suit everyone, both 
festival style and more formal.  A Carnival themed Street Food dinner with a wide 
choice of dishes was o�ered in the Cedar Courtyard, then for those who enjoyed 
dancing there were salsa lessons and a DJ and dancing until midnight. A Rodeo 
Bull and a games van provided  adventurous or competitive options while for 
those enjoying quieter entertainment, there were board games in Bamboo Lounge. 
Firepits around the whole area created a warm atmosphere.
